So, what do we do when we get ready to go home? We make lists. We put things in 
order. We set our minds on our destination.  What is our destination?  Our destination is 
home.  So now we begin to prepare. 
 
First, we prepare with Light, of course, because light is crucial to Advent. We light the 
candles on the wreath, not to count down to Christmas, but as a beacon to call us home. 
“We’ll leave the light on for you” isn’t just a slogan for a hotel chain, but a gospel promise 
that we will find our way by the light that is Jesus the Christ and now is reflected in the 
body of Christ, the church.  
 
The first Sunday of Advent, or the Sunday of hope in some traditions, or the prophecy 
candle in others, is the reminder that it is time to head home. 
 
As we gather today, we begin with the words of Jeremiah 
MEDITATION FOR GATHERING 
The Day is Surely Coming 
(Jeremiah 33:14-16)
