Many questions, many opinions but what we must first acknowledge is that:
God's thoughts are not our thoughts.

God'’s ways are not our ways.

God's ways are higher than our ways.

God's thoughts are higher than our thoughts.

(Isaiah 55:89)

We can either humble ourselves before the Lord, trusting His thoughts and His ways,
AND (here's the key...) we can follow Him!

We can allow that ancient sin of pride to take control, to harden our hearts to the winds
of God's changing work, and we can deceive ourselves into thinking that we have it all
figured out, and that we know better than God —

and we may in reality find ourselves in a position where we may hinder (or prevent) God
from working!

God's work cannot be hindered, but we can hinder God’'s working through us. And if we
prevent the work God wants to do in us, God will do His work in someone else!

When God reveals what he wants to do, we must decide — will we follow him? Or stand
in his way? Will we be known as ambassadors of His Kingdom, or obstacles?

Much to consider as we gather in Worship today. So, let us begin our time together by
uniting first in our call to worship...

Peter’s Report to the Church at Jerusalem



11 Now the apostles and the believers[a] who were in Judea heard that the Gentiles had
also accepted the word of God. 2 So when Peter went up to Jerusalem, the circumcised
believers[b] criticized him, 3 saying, “Why did you go to uncircumcised men and eat with
them?” 4 Then Peter began to explain it to them, step by step, saying, 5 “I was in the city
of Joppa praying, and in a trance | saw a vision. There was something like a large sheet
coming down from heaven, being lowered by its four corners;, and it came close to me. 6
As | looked at it closely | saw four-footed animals, beasts of prey, reptiles, and birds of the
air. 7 1 also heard a voice saying to me, ‘Get up, Peter; kill and eat.” 8 But | replied, ‘By no
means, Lord, for nothing profane or unclean has ever entered my mouth.’ 9 But a second
time the voice answered from heaven, ‘What God has made clean, you must not call
profane.” 10 This happened three times; then everything was pulled up again to heaven.
11 At that very moment three men, sent to me from Caesareaq, arrived at the house where
we were. 12 The Spirit told me to go with them and not to make a distinction between
them and us.[c] These six brothers also accompanied me, and we entered the man'’s
house. 13 He told us how he had seen the angel standing in his house and saying, ‘Send
to Joppa and bring Simon, who is called Peter; 14 he will give you a message by which
you and your entire household will be saved.’ 15 And as | began to speak, the Holy Spirit
fell upon them just as it had upon us at the beginning. 16 And | remembered the word of
the Lord, how he had said, John baptized with water, but you will be baptized with the
Holy Spirit.” 17 If then God gave them the same gift that he gave us when we believed in
the Lord Jesus Christ, who was | that | could hinder God?” 18 When they heard this, they
were silenced. And they praised God, saying, “Then God has given even to the Gentiles
the repentance that leads to life.”
