WHY DO WE WORSHID?

We were created to worship God. Whether we are praising Him in an
extravagant celebration of joy, a quiet expression of reverence and humility,
or out of simple obedience to His voice, our worship is an outward
expression of what's going on in the inward heart of mankind.

Worship has often been misunderstood as the musical prelude to the
sermon, rather than the means by which we, as the people of God, Invite the
dominion of His Kingdom to be established on earth.

The purpose of our worshlp Is to glorify, honor, pralse, exalt, and please God.
Our worship must show our adoration and loyalty to God for His grace In
providing us with the way to escape the bondage of sin, so we can have the
salvation He so much wants to give us.

HOW, WHEN, and WHERE DO WE WORSHIP?

Since God is the object of our worship, He and He alone has the right to determine how
we are to worship Him.

Worship is a time when we pay deep, sincere, awesome respect, love, and
fear to the one who created us.

Our singing, praying, studying His word, giving, and communion are designed
by God to bring us closer to Him and to cause us to think more like He
thinks, thus becoming more like Him. James 4:8 tells us to, "Draw near to
God and He will draw near to you."

Our worship not only honors and magnifies God, but it is also for our own edification and
strength. Worship helps us develop a God-like and Christ-like character. We become like
unto those we admire and worship. When we worship God, we tend to value what God
values and gradually take on the characteristics and qualities of God, but never to His
level.



Jesus sald: Matthew 18:20

For where two or three have gathered together in My name, | am there in
their midst.”

The guide to worship is based in the beginning chapters of the Old Testament.

After giving the Ten Commandments, the Lord gave explicit directions to Moses
about building a tabernacle of worship in which He would come to dwell among His
people (Exodus 25:8, 9). The people spent a year at Sinai building the tabernacle
according to God's pattern and learning how to worship. God's plan for His people’s
redemption was to be realized through the priestly ministry of worship. In Christ, all
believers have become a “royal priesthood” that we “may proclaim the praises of Him
who called [us] out of the darkness unto His marvelous light” (1 Peter 2:9).

But the command to worship did not stop there. We are to this day in covenant with
God (promising our obedience to worship Him) and called to be His “chosen
people.” Through Jesus Christ we have been adopted into his grace.
